This Interlocal Agreement (the "Agreement") is made by and between LIIBBOCK
COUNTY, TEXAS ('LUBBOCK COLNTY"), a political subdivision of the State of Texas,
acting through the Regional Public Defender for Capital Cases (rhe .,PD"), and HOPKINS
COUNTY, TEXAS ("ARTICIPANI), a political subdivision of rhe Srate of Texas, (also,
individually, a "Party" or, collectively, the "Parlies'). This Agreement is made pursuant to the
Fair Defense Acl Texas Code of Criminal Procedure 26.044b), and Texas Govcrnment Code
Chapter 791.

WIIEREAS, each Party finds: l) that the subjecr of this Agreement is necessary for the
benefrt ofthe public; and 2) that it has the legal authorify to perform and to provide the govemment
function or service rvhich is thc subject matter of this Agreement; and,

NOW, THEREFOR-E, the Parties agree as follows:

ARTICLE I
PROGRAM

I .01 Proqrant Purr)se and Term. The Regional Public Defender for Capital Cases (the "PD"),
fundcd proportionately by the Texas Indigent Defense Commission Ivlulti-Year
Discretionary Grant Program Funds (the 'TIDC), will provide court-appointed counsel
for individuals charged with the offense of capital murder (death-eligible) in the
participating counties and who carmot afford to hirc their own attomey. Inmates in units
of the Texas Dcpartment of Criminal Justice within the region who are charged with capital
murder will continue to be represented by the State Counsel on Offenders, or by private
counsel in the case ofa conflict. Capital murder cases filed against inmates in units ofthe
Texas Dcparfrnent ofCriminal Justice shall not be counted in the average number ofcapiral
murder cases filed in a county.

Participant recognizes that counties from other Administrative Regions are also
paticipating in the program. Each coun$'s parlicipatory cosls are based upon funding by
the Texas Indigent Defensc Commission that is expected to total $4.200,000 in FY20 and

$4,200,000 in FY2l. Ofthis total, $4,200,000 in FY20 and $4,200,000 in FY2l consist of
Sustainability Grant Funds from the Texas Indigenl Dcfcnse Commission C'TIDC'). It is
possible that lhe TIDC may consider additional funding mechanisms during Fiscal Years
2020 and 2021; horvever, the TIDC funding is not anticipated to be less than dctailed
above. The rcmaining portion ofthe program's budgct is cost-sharing commensurate with
all eligiblc counties' applicablc inclusion in thc program.

I NTERLOCAL AGITEE]IIENT

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the performance of this Agrecment by LUBBOCK COUNTY and
PARTTCIPANT will be in the common intercst of the Parties;



In order to provide sustainable funding for the PD and a fund balance for €mergency
situations, participating counties will contribute (with a minimum contribution of$1,000
per county) per the detailed county allocation schedule marked as Attachment I and
incorporated herein for all purposcs. Based upon lhis cost-sharing approach, participating
counties shall pmvide the remaining operating costs based upon a formula taking into
account the population ofthe county as a percentage ofthe whole ofthe l8l participating
counties (5070) and the avcrage number of capital murder cases filed betwen 2003 and
2013 as a percentage ofthe l8l participating counties (507o).

The Interlocal Agreements shall become effective October l, 2019 and continue through
September 30, 2020. Thereafler, the agreements shall renew automatically each October
l" for a successive one-year term through September 30,2021, unless terminated under
this agreement-

1.02 Judees Authorizrd to Apnoint PD. The District Courts in the l"t, 2"d, 3d, 46, srh. 6d" 7ih,

8th, 9th, l0th, and I Ith Administrative Judicial Regions in eligible counties may pafiicipate
in the Program. The Program allows the Ilonorable Judge(s) ofthe Judicial District having
jurisdiction within PARTICIPANT's geographic boundaries to appoint the PD for tlrE trial
defense of death-eligiblc capital murder cases. In the cvent ofa conflict of intuest among
defendanls or a legal liability for thc PD to accept appointmenl, the trial court shall appoint
an aftorney or attomeys othcr than the PD at the PARTICIPANT's expense.

1.03 Dulics and l{csnonsibilitics ofthc I'D. The PD uill reprcsent defendants at the trial or re-
trial phase only. AII decisions pertaining to the presentation ofthe case will be at the sole
discretion of the PD. The PD will at a times be guided by and comply with his or her
duties as a licensed attorney in the State of Texas and the Texas Disciplinary Rules of
Professional Conduct in making these determinations.

1.04 Proeram Analvsis. A1 least quarterly throughout the period of the grant and at lhe end of
the grant year, the PD will prepare an analysis ofthe Program, as well as an estimated cost

for PARTICIPANT's continued padicipation after all grant funds are expended. The
analysis will consist ofa fiscal analysis and an analysis of the effectiveness ofthe PD in
meeting pre-established goals and objectives. ThcPDwill provide copies ofthe analysis
to PARTICIPANT's Commissioners Court and to lhe Honomble Judges identified of the

Participating Adminislrative Judicial Regions- PARTTCIPANT shall havc three months
from the date the cost analysis is provided to the Commissioncrs Courts Io consider the
analysis and determine whether participant will continue to participate in tle Program. If
PARTICIPANT requests to continue participating in the Program, a ncw interlocal
agreement as to funding and the funding cycle will be ncccssary.

1.05 Data for the A As consideration for its participation in thc Program,

PAR'IICIPANT agrees to provide the PD infomration as nccdcd to conduct the analysis,
including the current payment schedule for court-appointed counsel on capital murdet
cases and the previous fivc fiscal years' data on the amount PARTICIPANT paid for
appoinled counsel on capital murder cascs, ifavailable.



L06 Addi{ionalExncrts. PARTICIPANT will conLinue to incur the expense of additional
experts as approved by the local court.

1.07 Facl lnvesligaloni and Milisation Stlccialisl.s . The PD will provide a fact inv€stigator
and mitigation specialist to cases assigned to the PD oflice.

1.08 No other Costs Incurred. Neither the TIDC nor the PD will assume any additional costs
associated with representation of indigent defendants. Costs of interpreters or any other
collateral cost must be absorbed by PARTICIPANT.

2.02 No Part*crshin. Nothing contained in this Agreemcnt is intended lo creatc a partnership
orjoint venture between the Pafiies, and any implication to the contrary is hereby exptessly
disavowed. This Agreement does not create ajoint enterprise, nor does it appoint any Party
as an agcnt ofthc other Party, for any purpose whatsocver.

If to PARTICIPANT:



2-03 Waiver. TIre failurc ofany Party to insist upon the performance ofany terms or provision
of this Agreement or to exercise any right granted hereundcr shall not constitute a waiver
of that Party's right to insist upon appropriate performance or to assefi any such right on
any future occasion.

2.04 Benefit of the Parties. The tcrms and conditions of this Agreement are solely for the
benefit ofthe Parties and are not intended to create any rights, conlractual or otherwise, for
any oth€r person or entity.

2.05 l.orce 1\l aicu re. Ifthe performance of any obligation under this Agreement is delayed by
something reasonably beyond the control of the PaiO, obligated to pcrform ("Force
Majeure"). that Party shall be cxcused from performing the obligation during that period,
so that the time period applicable to the performance shall be extended for a period oftime
equal to the period that Party was delayed due to the event ofForce Majeure,

2.06 Severabilitv. In case any one or more ofdle provisions contained in this Agreement shall
for any reason be held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any rcspect, such invalidity,
illegality, or unenforceabilify shall not affect any other provision and this Agrecment shall
be construed as ifthe invalid, illcgal, or unenforceable provision had never been contained
herein.

2.07 I'rior Aqrccnrcnls Suncrscded, This Agreement constitutes the only agreement of the
Parties and supcrsedes any prior understanding or r*ritten or oral agreements behteen the
Parties respecting thc within subject matter.

2.09 Wilhdrawal by Prrrty.

(4) Voluntarv Withdrawal. Voluntary withdrawal by PARTICIPANT from the Agreement
sha[ occur upon the aflirmative decision by PARTICIPANT's Commissioners Court
to withdraw from the Agrecment and the withdrawing PARTICIPANT giving at least
one hundred and eighty (180) calendardays' notice in writing to LUBBOCK COIINTY
and the PD. The effective date ofvoluntary withdrawal shallbe one hundr€d and eighty
(180) calendar days affer the withdrawing Participant gives rvritten notice to
LUBBOCK COUNTY.

O) Involuntarv Wilhdrawal. PARTICIPANT shall be deemed to have involuntarily
withdrawn from the Agreement upon the failure by the PARTICIPANT to pay any
cost-sharing payment by the due date, as provided in a notice to the PARTICIPANT.
PARTICIPANT shall bc given thirty (30) days written notice of non-payment by
LUBBOCK COUI{TY and shall not be deemed to be in default until the expiration of
thirty (30) days after receipl ofthe written notice.

2.08 Amendmcnts, In order to be binding, an amendment to this Agreement must be in wriring,
dated subsequent 10 the date of this Agreement, and executcd by the Parties.



(9) In the event that PARTICIPANT rvithdraws under (a) or (b) and the PD is representing
an individual or individuals after having been appointed by a court in
PARTICIPANT'S county, beginning on the effective date of the r.vithdrawal.

PARTICIPANT shall be responsible for timely payment of $150.00 per hour for the
first chair attomey, $ 125.00 per hour for the second chair atlomey, $60.00 per hour for
the mitigation specialist and $50.00 per hour for the investigator. Additionally,
PARTICIPANT shall also timely pay upon rcceipt and documentation all investigative
costs incurred by the PD including but not limited to tra.r'el, lodging, meals and recor ds

collection.
